Artographics: Cultivates the essential skills required both for writing and

III ABC Music & Me  

 Splash 
In this unit, we’ll think and talk in threes. We’ll sing songs that help your child 
seek and find that pattern, such as the threes in "Row, Row, Row Your Boat." 
We’ll talk about things that live in or around the water—such as penguins and 
sailors. The Home Material comes in threes, too, with sailor and water songs, 
crafty activities (make your own bubble art), and a blowup beach ball.  

 

 Marvelous Me 
Every little finger, head, shoulder, knee, and toe loves this learning theme —
“Me.” In the age of self-discovery, you’ll sing songs together about all things that 
sprout up and grow, such as tadpoles into frogs, acorns into trees, and baby 
brothers into big brothers. With Head, Shoulders, Knees & Toes, as the central 
theme and story, you’ll love the bouncy, flouncy, calypso, and ukulele musical 
sounds, with special featured recordings of children and babies laughing to 
improve listening and memory skills. Special musical recordings on the Home CD 
include “Rig-A-Jig-Jig,” “We’ll be Friends for Evermore,” and “The Growing 
Song.”

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Suggested Parent-Child Activities  

 
 

1. Dramatic Play: "Zoo Keeper"  

Materials:  

Nets, boots, gloves, pail, plastic shovel or scoop, animal figurines/animal 

cutouts/stuffed animals, etc   

 

Description:  

Set out the materials.  You and your child can pretend to be zookeepers 

working at the zoo, taking care of and feeding the animals.  

 

 

2. Art: “Clothes Peg Giraffe” 

Materials:  

2 clothes pegs, "Z" shape cut out of yellow construction paper, brown pieces 

of construction paper and a marker to draw eyes and mouth.  

 

Description:   

You may either guide your child to cut his/her own "Z" from yellow 

construction paper or do it yourself. Your child may rip brown construction 

paper into pieces and glue them onto the "Z". Next, get your child to draw the 

eyes and mouth with the marker. Finally, clip the clothes pegs to the bottom 

of the "Z" to make the legs of the giraffe.

3. Game: "Guess the Animals"  

Materials:  

A bag of animal cookies/crackers  

 

Description:  

Provide your child with a bag of animal cookies/crackers and invite him/her to 

take pull a cookie out of the bag. Get your child to act out how the animal 

moves and the noise it makes. The adult can try to guess what the child is 

pretending to be. If possible, name the animal in both English and 

Chinese.  He/she gets to eat the animal cracker after you have made your 

guess!  

 

 

4. Maths: "Animal Number Puzzle"  

Materials:  

Old magazines with pictures of animals, child scissors, glue and cardboard, a 

dice 

 

Description: 

Guide your child to cut out some pictures of animals. Glue the pictures on the 

cardboard. Cut each animal into 6 pieces and number each part 1 to 6. Take 

turns to toss a dice and to collect the part of your animal with the 

corresponding number on the dice.  The winner is the one who is first to 

complete the animal puzzle.

Daily Temperature-taking 
 

 Take child’s temperature BEFORE child arrives in school. 

 Paste sticker (or masking tape) indicating child’s temperature on uniform. 

 Children with a fever (≥37.5°C) are to be kept away from school.   

 Children who are sick should not board the bus or arrive in school only for us to 
discover that they are unwell and have to be sent home.  By that time, they may 
already have infected other children.   

 If your child is unwell (fever, cough, sore throat, runny nose, vomiting, diarrhoea 
and other infectious diseases), please keep him/her away from school.
